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%5.2.2.1-Old Channel Restoration- Due to Provision M of the HCP, Old Channel Restoration work
planned and budgeted for 2014 was not able to be implemented. In order to meet the long-term
biological goals for fountain darter habitat laid out in the HCP, the work not accomplished in 2014
It is requested that funds ($50,000) for the work be included in the 2015

*5.2.2.2/ 5.2.2.3-Aquatic Vegetation Restoration- Due to Provision M of the HCP, Aquatic
Vegetation Restoration work planned and budgeted for 2014 was not able to be implemented. In
order to meet the long-term biological goals for fountain darter habitat laid out in the HCP, the
work not accomplished in 2014 must be completed. It is requested that funds (5100,000) for the
work be included in the 2015 funding allocations.




*5.2.4-Decaying Vegetation Removal and Dissolved Oxygen Management- Due to the low dissolved
oxygen (DO) concentrations within Landa Lake, observed during the summer of 2014, it is

requested additional funds ($40,000) be allocated to support additional research regarding overall
DO trends in Landa Lake, oxygen consumption by decaying vegetation mats and effectiveness of
artificial aeration to supplement DO in Landa Lake. In addition, it is requested funds ($40,000) be
allocated for the purchase, installation, and operation of additional aeration units in the event
analysis reveals existing aeration units cannot sustain minimum DO levels in Landa Lake. It is also
requested additional funding ($10,000) be allocated for the development of a Standard Operating
Procedure for aerator deployment triggers, operation, and maintenance of DO target levels.

*5.2.6/ 6.3.6- Gill Parasite Control- Due to Provision M of the HCP, Gill Parasite Control work
planned and budgeted for 2014 was not able to be completed. In order to understand and define the
Gill Parasite threat to the fountain darter population, work not accomplished in 2014 must be
completed. Work conducted in 2013, and planned for 2014, was extremely important in
evaluation during low-flow conditions. Based on data collected, downgrading this threat
was becoming apparent if low-flow sampling could have continued in 2014. Without the
2014 information, a definitive statement regarding the possible downgrading of this threat
cannot be made at this time. Work includes analysis of water column concentrations, snail
infection rates, fountain darter gill concentrations, and fountain darter health. This work
will be completed in 2015 with the remaining 2014 funds. It is requested that funds ($50,000)
for the work be included in the 201S funding allocations.

*5.7.1-Restoration of Riparian Zones- It is requested funds be allocated in 2015 for construction
originally included in the 2014 HCP Funding Application ($330,000). Actual construction for the
Old Channel Bank Stabilization project is expected to commence after January 1%, 2015. This work
was unable to be completed in 2014 due to Provision M of the HCP. Construction doecuments for
Bank Stabilization have been completed. Actual construction costs may be higher than estimated
due to inflation associated with the delayed construction start. Consultant engineering services for
the bid and construction phases, as well as accommodation of Science Committee vegetation plan
requirements, will need to be considered when the construction contract is awarded.
