¾Removal & Control of Elephant Ears (and other 
small plant species)

ÅHerbicide application specs:
¶Applied under direction of licensed Pesticide Applicator w/ Cat 5 

license from TX Dept of Ag;

¶Herbicide application shall comply with all federal, state, and local 
regulations;

¶Shall be applied in accordance with the label instructions;

¶Use only contact, systemic herbicide recommended for use in riparian 
areas;

¶Herbicides shall contain dye which allows visibility of application 
locations;

¶Shall not be applied when wind is >8mph;

¶Shall not be applied when rainfall is expected within 24 hours;

¶Herbicide shall not come into contact with surface waters.



¾Removal of larger species (i.e. ligustrum , 

Chinese tallow): 

ÅCut tree at base and grub roots while minimizing exposure to 

surrounding tree roots.

ÅIn locations outside of cut bank area where soil disturbance will 

be minimal, trees will be cut at base and injected with 

herbicide to control re -growth.
