An ad hoc committee will review the many different scientific initiatives 

underway to support the Edwards Aquifer Habitat Conservation Plan (HCP).  

First report: review and provide advice on four scientific initiatives within the 

HCP: (1) ecological modeling, (2) hydrological modeling, (3) biological and 

water quality monitoring programs, and (4) applied research, addressing:

Å hydrological and ecological modeling approaches, 

Å accuracy and reliability of the assumptions used to support development of both 

conceptual and quantitative models, 

Å adequacy of data for model calibration and verification,

Å identification and description of uncertainties, 

Å additional monitoring data needs, 

Å additional research needs, and 

Å other issues deemed relevant by the committee.

In addition, the committee will assess the sufficiency of the modeling, 

research, and monitoring under development to support the HCP Phase II 

strategic decisions and questions regarding relationships among 

conservation measures, biological objectives, and biological goals.
